 Consolidated Plan Certification of Consistency Process
All entities that apply for federal funds must receive a certification from the jurisdiction in which the project is located, which indicates that the proposed program activities are consistent with the priorities and implementation plan contained in the City or County’s Consolidated Plan.  This certification is accomplished through the following three-step process:

1. LETTER OF REQUEST: Send a letter to one of the governing bodies listed below, requesting a Certification of Consistency to the Consolidated Plan for your funding application or proposal.  Your letter should provide, at a minimum, the information specified in the sample letter. 

2. REVIEW: Staff of the governing authority will review the request and make a determination of Consistency with the Consolidated Plan.

3. NOTIFICATION:  If all the necessary information has been included with the request, and if the funding application or proposal is found to be consistent, the applicant will receive a Certification of Consistency form from either the City or County.  If the request is not complete, or if the proposal is not found to be consistent with the Consolidated Plan, the applicant will receive a notification from the City or County explaining the reason for denial.  The applicant will be asked to provide the missing information or to respond to the denial.

Selection of the Proper Jurisdiction

This exhibit contains the name of the contact person from the OC Community Services for questions regarding Consolidated Plan Certification.  It also includes a list of all the cities and Target Areas included in the County’s Consolidated Plan.  If the city in which your development is located appears on this list or your development is located in the County Unincorporated areas, OC Community Services will be your contact for certification.
